Florida State University, together with the Leon County Educational
Facilities Authority, envisioned a residential community for special
interest student groups, primarily Greek organizations, on 37 acres
near the Tallahassee campus. To make a splash in this
competitive student housing market, Capstone and its partner, LLT
Building Corp., planned a development consisting of all two-
bedroom, two-bath apartments in 13 residential buildings with 13
separate Chapter Houses. Capstone/LLT will develop the site,
along with housing and chapter facilities for 8 groups, while making
huilding sites available for another & groups to design, build and
finance their own facilities.

One aspect of the development program is a commuter parking lot
to accommeodate 300 commuter cars by day, as well as the f

" additional parking needs of the fratemities for meeting nights and
special events. A separate clubhouse with swimming pool and
recreational courts will be shared by all residents of the  ~
development.

The Leon County Educational Facilities Authority will contral the
tand under a Jease from the State of Flerida, and will own the
leasehold imiprovements for at 16éast 8 of the:chapters, while
subleasing building sites to another 5 chapters. Tax-exempt debt
for the project will be non-recourse to the Autharity and the
University, and will fund approximately 85% of the development
cost, FSU has commitied another $4,000,000 for sitework,
infrastructure and commuter parking, fo help in minimizing rents for
the students.

The Village will provide 244 beds in individual houses, each
accommodating 16 — 20 members. Chapters will have the option to
*enhance” specified finishes in the parlor areas such as paint
colors, floor materials,.and the outside entrance of each house.
Shared residential suites are desigred for two octcupants, with a
shared private bathroom. The'common area will include a catering
kitchen and parlor space for social gatherings and group meetings.
Sufficient storage is an important factor among the groups and will
be considered in the final design.

inttially, six Multiple Organization Townhouses will be designed into
the community, each housing six residents. The townhouses will be
located at the end of each cluster of chapter houses or grouped
together in one area of the community.

The Community Building is planned for 150-person capacity and will

In close association with a team of Architects, Contractars and
Developers Treanor Architects, P.A. assisted in the developmeni of a
design and construction proposal for-a new Greek Village Complex for
the University of Wesiern Carolina. As the 'ead Design Consultant,
Treanor Architects focused on the development of design
characteristics and amenities, to enhance the facilities sense of

community.

Three separate site designs were fully developed to provide
alternatives for community, growth, services and aesthetics. The
chapter houses or apartments were carefully designed to provide a
comman basis upon which each of the chapters could build. Unified by
the comrmon design fanguage each of the individual chapters were
given the opportunily to personalize their building or apartment to
express their individuality. Those opportunities ranged from limited
interior enhancements in the chapter rooms to exiensive exterior
pedimenis and landscaping. The Design Team included a Greek Life
Consultant to assist in the coordination and fundraising to
accommodate this high level of flexibility and customization.

The complex is designed to accommodate fluctuations in chapter size
-and type and to accommodate future growth in both the number and
type of future buildings. With a very restricied budget the Team was
able to address a challenging site while providing a high amenity to
bed ratio. Amenities in each building include, dedicated chapter
‘roams, catering kitchens, chapter storage, and semiprivate bath
facilities. Each resident suite received individualized mechanical
controls and carefully planned construction to enhance sound control
between public and private spaces and between the individual suites.
Each of the buildings is situated such that parking is localized and
plentifuf,

The commons building or “clubhouse” provides opportunities for
chapter or complex tevet interaction while acting as a welcoming front
porch for the community. Clubhouse amanities include, a welcome
